Our Principal, Ms. Vandana Bansal,
appreciated the models made by kindergarten kids and facilitated the
winners. Moulding play dough is a great way of building up a child’s fine
motor skills because it requires them to use all the muscles in their fingers
and hands. When playing with play dough, children roll, flatten, twist,
squish, pinch, knead and pound the substance. Playing with play dough in
a group is great for children because it encourages them to talk about what
they're doing. Working with play dough encourages children to use their
imagination and be creative because there is no obvious end result. This is
great for children because it promotes independence and improves their
self-esteem. This activity also helps them bring to life images and ideas that
they've thought of in their head, which can help them be more detail-
oriented and improve their symbolic thinking. In our kindergarten, play
dough is used to shape into letters and numbers, fruits, figures, etc., by our
tiny tots and it is a daily routine for our tiny tots to have this activity in their
day plan. Playing with play dough requires a child to sit and concentrate for
a period of time. This helps children develop and improve their attention

span.
